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Getting to Tolworth Court 
Sports Ground
Rail
Services run from London Waterloo to Tolworth railway station (approx. 40 minutes journey time).         
The sports ground is a five-minute walk from the station.

Bus
Routes 406, 418, 965 and K2 stop at Tolworth railway station. The sports ground is a five-minute walk 
from the station. Additionally routes K1, 265, 281 and 665 stop at Tolworth Broadway (Tolworth Tower). 
The sports ground is then a 15 minute walk south of the Tolworth roundabout.

By road (from the A3)
The sports ground is five minutes drive south of the Tolworth Roundabout junction of the A3 (towards 
Epsom and Leatherhead). Driving south from this junction pass Tolworth railway station on your right. Turn 
left at the first set of traffic lights onto Old Kingston Road and bear right immediately. The sports ground is 
at the end of Old Kingston Road.

Car parking
Limited car parking is available. However, visitors are encouraged to make use of public transport where 
possible.

By bicycle
The sports ground has a number of bicycle racks available for visitors to use.
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About Tolworth Court Sports 
Ground
Tolworth Court sports ground has been used as a venue for outdoor sports by Kingston University for 
over 35 years. The fifty-five acre site has fourteen football pitches, two rugby union pitches, two cricket 
squares and a floodlit multi-use hard court area for netball, tennis and five-a-side football. The facilities are 
used extensively not only by the University but also by members of the local community.

In October 2010 the University opened a new sports pavilion at the site. Set over two floors, the new 
pavilion has fourteen team changing rooms (each with their own shower areas), officials’ changing areas, 
a first-aid room and a social area with viewing balcony. The pavilion makes use of various green 
technologies to minimise its environmental impact, including solar thermal panels and a ground source 
heat pump.

The new facilities, in keeping with our new sports strategy, will significantly enhance our ability to increase 
levels of participation in sport and physical activity, improve the performance levels of our sports clubs 
and teams, develop our students through sport and play a key role in developing sport in the local area.
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
